Examination Challenges
Rationale:

In some cases people with training or education in Fitness Theory and the Group Fitness specialty areas wish to bypass the course.  Fitness Theory and FNB specialty courses include a written exam; therefore it is recommended that in lieu of taking the course these individuals may challenge the written examination. 
Policy:


Exam Challenge
Individuals who wish to challenge the Fitness Theory and any of the FNB Group Fitness written examinations will be considered on a case to case basis depending on their prior knowledge and experience.  
Successful applicants will be required to pay the current challenge exam fee + H.S.T. as outlined in policy #13002A Evaluation and Examination Fees. This fee does not include the cost of the manual.
If the individual does not successfully pass the FT and /or group fitness specialty exam with 80% or higher, he/she will be required to attend the full Fitness Theory and/or group fitness specialty course. 
It is understood that all individuals wishing to challenge any of the group fitness specialty examinations will first either be required to successfully challenge the Fitness Theory written examination or meet the requirements to be waived as per policy # 94003C Certification Requirements.
All arrangements to challenge an examination must be made through the FNB office.
